Potential Significant Effects: Future development associated with land use and zoning changes 
has the potential to impact native vegetation including habitat for 
black cockatoo species, as well as the Avon River and its foreshore 
and Aboriginal cultural heritage sites.  

Protection: The Environmental Protection Authority (EPA) notes that potential 
impacts to the above environmental factors can be mitigated 
through future planning processes and compliance with the 
obligations of the Aboriginal Cultural Heritage Act 1972. 

The EPA provides advice for specific areas with a higher risk of 
impacts to environmental values, highlighting reserves 
recommended to be reclassified to ‘Environmental Conservation’ 
instead of the proposed ‘Public Open Space’ reserve. Future 
significant proposals may require referral under Part IV or V of the 
Environmental Protection Act 1986 and/or Environment Protection 
and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999.
